Ry.,  from  EI  Paso  to  Albuquerque.  The  Mesilla  Valley  is  the  finest 
irrigated  farming  section  of  New  Mexico  and  is  celebrated  the  world 
over  for  its  alfalfa,  fruit  and  vegetables.  The  fruit  excels  in 
quality  that  of  California.  Las  Gruces  has  fine  public  residences 
and  churches  and  good  schools.  The  stores  of  Las  Cruces  are  not 
excelled  by  any  town  of  its  size  in  the  country  and  prices  are  as 
reasonable  as  will  be  found  anywhere  in  the  West.  The  town  has 
good  banking  facilities,  two  flouring  mills. 

The  dairying  industry  is  experiencing  a  rapid  development, 
the  farmers  making  their  products  through  their  association,  which 
will  own  all  creameries  in  the  valley. 

The  city  is  the  commercial  and  industrial  center  of  the  110.000 
acres  of  land  in  New  Mexico  coming  under  the  Elephant  Butte  Pro- 

ject— the  largest  storage  irrigation  project  in  the  world.  The  Ele- 
phant Butte  Dam  will  impound  2.642,000  acre  feet — enough  to 

cover  the  state  of  Delaware  two  feet  deep — forming  a  lake  with  a 
shore-line  of  200  miles  and  a  surface  of  42,000  acres,  a  maximum 
depth  of  193  feet  and  an  average  depth  of  66  feet. 

The  Academy  of  Loretto,  established  here  under  the  auspices 
of  the  Sisters  of  Lorotto,  is  an  excellent  school  for  young  ladies. 

There  are  four  weekly  and  one  monthly  newspapers.  "  In  fact,  Las 
Gruces  is  and  always  "will  be  the  metropolis  of  southern  New  Mex- ico.   Population  4,500.

Las  Vegas,  the  business  center  for  northeastern  New  Mexico,  is  the  coun-  j 
ty  seat  of  San  Miguel  county,  one  of  the  largest  and  most  important  sub-  jj 
divisions  of  the  state.  San  Miguel  county  has  a  population  of  34,750,  and  an  • 
assessed  valuation  of  about  $20,000,000.  It  is  an  important  stock  and  farm-  1 
ing  county;  its  dry  farms  produces  every  year  immense  quantities  of  wheat,  , 
oats,  corn  and  all  the  grains,  as  well  as  the  pinto  beans  which  are  making  « 
New  Mexico  famous  and  their  producers  prosperous:  its  irrigated  lands  are  ' prolific  in  alfalfa  and  the  similar  crops:  its  ranges  fatten  steers  and  sheep, 
which  bring  money  into  the  pockets  of  cattle  and  wool  growers:  its  moun-  J tains  produce  timber  in  immense  quantities,  and  are  known  to  bear  minerals  ( 
of  value;  it  marks  the  dividing  point  of  the  mountains  and  the  plains,  and  is  ( 
filled  with  places  of  scenic  wonder  and  grandeur;  its  altitude  varies  from  ( 
12.000  feet  in  the  higher  mountains,  to  4.000  feet  on  the  plains;  its  annual  , 
rainfall  is  19  inches,  so  distributed  as  to  be  of  best  advantage  to  the  farmer;  ( 
it  still  contains  large  acreages  of  public  domain  subject  to  homestead. 

Las  Vegas  derives  its  name  from  early  Spanish  days,  when  it  was  , 
christened  by  a  band  of  explorers  who  were  impressed  with  the  beauty  of  its 
location.  The  name  means  "The  Meadows,"  and  is  descriptive  of  the  location of  the  city,  which  lies  surrounded  by  hills,  in  the  midst  of  a  beautiful  valley. 
The  altitude  is  6.3S3  feet.  The  city  lies  at  the  foot  of  one  of  the  grandest 
mountains  in  the  Southern  Rockies,  as  the  gateway  to  a  country  of  great 
scenic  attractiveness.  Because  of  its  splendid  summer  climate  and  the  ex- 

cellent fishing,  hunting  and  camping  grounds  in  the  vicinity,  Las  Vegas  is 
much  sought  after  by  vacationists.  Its  winter  climate  is  notable  for  its 
sunshine  and  mild  weather:  such  cold  weather  as  comes  is  invigorating,  be- cause of  the  dryness  of  the  air. 

Dry  air.  coolness  in  summer  and  sunshine  in  winter  combine  to  make 
Las  Vegas  an  ideal  health  resort,  especially  for  those  suffering  from  tuber- cular troubles.  The  city  has  a  large  sanatorium  and  a  hospital  to  care  for 
those  who  need  those  facilities. 

Las  Vegas  is  known  as  the  educational  capital  of  Las  Vesas.  It  is  the 
s<-at  of  the  Xew  Mexico  Normal  University,  an  institution  which  is  of  high 
standing.  The  school  is  especially  attractive  to  teachers  of  other  states  who 
wish  to  take  summer  courses  in  a  cool  climate.  A  Baptist  University,  the  only 
school  of  its  kind  in  the  state,  has  been  established  at  the  Las  Vegas  Hot 
Springs,  five  miles  northwest  of  Las  Vegas  on  a  branch  line  of  the  S  ta 
Fe  railway,  in  the  midst  of  one  of  the  beauty  spots  of  the  southwest  ind 
surrounded  by  mineral  springs  of  known  medicinal  value.  A  good  high 
school  and  excellent  city  and  ,  parochial  schools  are  operated  in  adequate buildings. 

Las  Vegas  is  the  third  city  in  size  in  New  Mexico.  It  has  10,000  people. 
It  is  111  miles  south  of  Baton  and  132  miles  north  of  Albuquerque,  on  the  main 
line  of  the  Santa  Fe.  of  which  it  is  the  headquarters  of  the  New  Mexico 
division,  with  large  shops  and  terminals.  Las  Vegas  is  located  on  the  Santa 
Fe  trail,  the  transcontinental  auto  road,  and  is  the  New  Mexico  terminal  of 
the  Ozark  Trail.  It  is  a  modern  city,  with  storm  and  sanitary  sewer  sys- 

tems, electric  street  cars,  paved  streets,  ornamental  lighting  system,  pure 
mountain  water,  annual  Chataqua,  twelve  churches  representing  all  prin- 

cipal denominations,  twenty-three  fraternal  organizations,  four  banks  with 
over  $2,5(10.000  deposits,  five  newspapers  (one  daily;,  three  building  and  loan 
associations,  Carnegie  library.  Y.  M.  C.  A.  building,  Elks'  club  costing  §t>0,OOU, 
armory,  opera  house,  mineral  hot  spring's  and  mountain  resorts  located  near city;  active  Commercial  Club.  Masonic  temple,  large  wholesale  and  jobbing 
houses,  extensive  lime  kilns  and  lumber  mills,  two  flouring  mills,  brick 
yards,  stone  quarries,  oil  drilling  in  progress  in  immediate  vicinity  with  pros- 

pects of  success,  good  hotels  and  restaurants,  free  camp  ground,  modern 
hotels,  foundry  and  machine  shops,  numerous  modern  garages,  telephone  sys- 

tem, railway  hospital,  planing  mills,  ice  plant.  Irrigation  project  watering 
12."oo  acres  just  completed,  all  lands  within  six  miles  of  the  city.  Other 
irrigation  projects  to  be  completed  in  next  tew  years  will  water  40.000  acres.

Las  Vegas,  the  business  center  for  northeastern  New  Mexico,  is  the  coun-  j 
ty  seat  of  San  Miguel  county,  one  of  the  largest  and  most  important  sub-  jj 
divisions  of  the  state.  San  Miguel  county  has  a  population  of  34,756,  and  an  • 
assessed  valuation  of  about  $20,000,000.  It  is  an  important  stock  and  farm-  jj 
ing  county;  its  dry  farms  produces  every  year  immense  quantities  of  wheat,  J 
oats,  corn  and  all  the  grains,  as  well  as  the  pinto  beans  which  are  making  • 
New  Mexico  famous  and  their  producers  prosperous;  its  irrigated  lands  are  * prolific  in  alfalfa  and  the  similar  crops;  its  ranges  fatten  steers  and  sheep,  j 
which  bring  money  into  the  pockets  of  cattle  and  wool  growers;  its  moun-  ( 
tains  produce  timber  in  immense  quantities,  and  are  known  to  bear  minerals  ( 
of  value;  it  marks  the  dividing  point  of  the  mountains  and  the  plains,  and  is  ( 
filled  with  places  of  scenic  wonder  and  grandeur;  its  altitude  varies  from  ( 
12.000  feet  in  the  higher  mountains,  to  4,000  feet  on  the  plains;  its  annual  4 
rainfall  is  19  inches,  so  distributed  as  to  be  of  best  advantage  to  the  farmer:  ( 
it  still  contains  large  acreages  of  public  domain  subject  to  homestead.  , 

Las   Vegas    derives    its    name   from    early    Spanish    days,    when    it    was  < 
christened  by  a  band  of  explorers  who  were  impressed  with  the  beauty  of  its  i 
location.     The  name  means  "The  Meadows,"  and  is  descriptive  of  the  location  i of  the  city,  which  lies  surrounded  by  hills,  in  the  midst  of  a  beautiful  valley.  < 
The  altitude  is  6,3S3  feet.    The  city  lies  at  the  foot  of  one  of  the  grandest  < mountains  in  the  Southern   Rockies,  as  the  gateway  to  a  country  of  great 
scenic,  attractiveness.    Because  of  its  splendid  summer  climate  and  the  ex- 

cellent fishing,  hunting  and  camping  grounds  in   the  vicinity,  Las  Vegas  is 
much  ^sought   after   by   vacationists.    Its   winter  climate   is   notable   for  its 
sunshine  and  mild  weather:  such  cold  weather  as  comes  is  invigorating,  be- cause of  the  dryness  of  the  air. 

Dry  air,  coolness  in  summer  and  sunshine  in  winter  combine  to  make 
Las  Vegas  an  ideal  health  resort,  especially  for  those  suffering  from  tuber- cular troubles.  The  city  has  a  large  sanatorium  and  a  hospital  to  care  for 
those  who  need  those  facilities. 

Las  Vegas  is  known  as  the  educational  capital  of  Las  Vegas.  It  is  the 
seat  of  the  New  Mexico  Normal  University,  an  institution  which  is  of  high 
standing.  The  school  is  especially  attractive  to  teachers  of  other  states  who 
wish  to  take  summer  courses  in  a  cool  climate.  A  Baptist  University,  the  only 
school  of  its  kind  in  the  state,  has  been  established  at  the  Las  Vegas  Hot 
Springs,  five  miles  northwest  of  Las  Vegas  on  a  branch  line  of  the  Santa 
Fe  railway,  in  the  midst  of  one  of  the  beauty  spots  of  the  southwest  and 
surrounded  by  mineral  springs  of  known  medicinal  value.  A  good  high 
school  and  excellent  city  and  parochial  schools  are  operated  in  adequate 
buildings. 

Las  Vegas  is  the  third  city  in  size  in  New  Mexico.  It  has  10,000  people. 
It  is  111  miles  south  of  Baton  and  132  miles  north  of  Albuquerque,  on  the  main 
line  of  the  Santa  Fe.  of  which  it  is  the  headquarters  of  the  New  Mexico 
division,  with  large  shops  and  terminals.  Las  Vegas  is  located  on  the  Santa 
Ft-  trail,  the  transcontinental  auto  road,  and  is  the  New  Mexico  terminal  of 
the  Ozark  Trail.  It  is  a  modern  city,  with  storm  and  sanitary  sewer  sys- 

tems, electric  street  cars,  paved  streets,  ornamental  lighting  system,  pure 
mountain  water,  annual  Chataqua,  twelve  churches  representing  '  all  prin- cipal denominations,  twenty-three  fraternal  organizations,  four  hanks  with 
over  $2,500,000  deposits,  five  ne\vs]):.i]>ers  (one  daily),  three  building  and  loan 
associations,  Carnegie  library.  V.  AL  C.  A.  building.  Elks'  club  costing  $00,000, armory,  opera  house,  mineral  hot  springs  and  mountain  resorts  located  near 
city,  active  Commercial  Club.  Masonic  temple,  large  wholesale  and  jobbing

GATE  CITY  OF  THE  SUNSHINE  STATE. 

Raton  is  pronounced  Rah-tone,  and  means  in  Spanish,  "Moun- 
tain Squirrel."
